Ecosystem Restoration Alternatives
The proposed project addresses fishery related problems associated with the Eklutna River and discusses possible solutions.  However, the Corps recognizes that Eklutna Lake is the principle water source for the Anchorage area and that some restoration and habitat enhancement techniques are beyond the ability of the Corps to implement.  The basic approach of this study is to identify the existing problems and solutions while focusing more heavily on those areas of the river where the fishery can be improved without impacting other uses of the river.  Large scale restoration of the Eklutna River could involve removing impediments to fish access to the headwaters of the Eklutna watershed and restoring historical flow rates.  While these techniques are preferable for stream restoration, they are not always practical.  As a result, more attention has been given to identifying opportunities to improve and enhance the habitat on the lower reaches of the river.
